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A variety of scholarships now available at South Suburban College

graduating high school students can apply at anytime.

A variety of scholarships are available for incoming high school students, current SSC
students, and returning adults. The majority of scholarships are awarded annually in
May for the following summer, fall, and spring semesters, while high school
scholarships are awarded year-round. In addition to scholarships, SSC offers a
variety of tuition waivers including those for returning adults and high school

students.

Local high school students can get a head start on their college education through
the High School Tuition Waiver. High school seniors who live in or attend a high
school in South Suburban College District #510 have the opportunity to take a
“tuition free” course at SSC during their senior year, or during the summer before or

after.

Last year the SSC Foundation awarded over 250 scholarships totaling more than
$100,000, pushing the total awards over $600,000 since 1989. For more information
